What is Word of God

v God’s word is infallible (incapable of making
mistakes)

v' God’s word has power- To create, To hold and To
perform

v' God’s word is Life

v Its divine declaration of God’s will

v' It is divine revelation and inspiration
v  God’s word is divine illumination

v  God’s word is Jesus Christ

v' God’s word is eternal




Symbols of God’s Word

v Light: God’s word is light to our path; Light to open
our wisdom

v Water: Like water cleanses us, God’s word cleanses
our souls, if we allow it to challenge us.

v’ Seed: Gods word is a seed that brings fruit in our
lives.

v Fire & Hammer: It is very strong to burn/ break
our hearts to make them pure/holy.

v Honey: God’s word is sweet like honey. It changes
all bitterness of our hearts into sweet.



Ways to receive God’s word
v Through God’s creation: Evident from his creation

v Through meditation on scriptures: We can receive
specific word to our life from God

v Through Prophecy: God often speaks through his
prophets

v Through Preaching: Most of us receive through this
v Through Jesus Himself: Jesus is Word of God

v Through Holy Spirit: Scriptures come alive to us

v Through Angels: Many examples from scriptures

v Through his voice (slow yet sound): He loves to speak
to us



3.3 Preaching God’s Word

- Who and to Whom, Where to and When
Myths are
» Who has calling for God’s work
» After taking proper training

» Who can explain well, i.e., persons with Good
communication skills

» Who are perfect or follow God’s word perfectly
» Who have time to prepare well

» When we are given opportunity to speak in front of
community

» When we get opportunity to talk to someone on religious
topics

» And so on....




But the fact is We all are called to
preach God’s Word and live as
testimony

But we need clarity before doing that ‘
What, When, Where, To Whom, etc.




I Peter 2: 9-10

But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a
consecrated nation, a [special] people for God’s own
possession, so that you may proclaim the
excellencies [the wonderful deeds and virtues
and perfections] of Him who called you out of
darkness into His marvelous light. Once you were
not a people [at all], but now you are God’s people;
once you had not received mercy, but now you have
received mercy.



Mathew 24:14

This good news of the kingdom [the gospel] will be
preached throughout the whole world as a
testimony to all the nations, and then the end [of the
age] will come.




Acts 1:8

But you will receive power and ability when the
Holy Spirit comes upon you,; and you will be My
witnesses [to tell people about Me] both in Jerusalem

and in all Judea, and Samaria, and even to the ends of
the earth.”

For easy understanding we can see like this

= Jerusalem: To our own people/ family

= Judaea: To the Church/ Believers

= Samaria: To the Neighbors wherever we are

= Ends of the world: To all the people, we don’t know



The great commission that God has given as command/
responsibility.

Matthew 28:18-20

Jesus came up and said to them, “All authority (all
power of absolute rule) in heaven and on earth has
been given to Me. Go therefore and make disciples of
all the nations [help the people to learn of Me,
believe in Me, and obey My words], baptizing them
in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe everything that I
have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always
[remaining with you perpetually—regardless of
circumstance, and on every occasion], even to the end
of the age.”



Mark 16:15-18

And He said to them, “Go into all the world and
preach the gospel to all creation. He who has
believed [in Me] and has been baptized will be saved
[from the penalty of God’s wrath and jud€ment]; but
he who has not believed will be condemned. These
signs will accompany those who have believed.: in
My name they will cast out demons, they will speak
in new tongues; they will pick up serpents, and if
they drink anything deadly, it will not hurt them,;
they will lay hands on the sick, and they will get
well.”



Jesus sent his disciples into the world and told them
to preach about the kingdom of God

Luke 9: 2

Then He sent them out [on a brief journey] to
preach the kingdom of God and to perform healing.




The first and foremost thing is before preaching/
telling to others, we should be filled with his Word.
Once we are full, then we can transmit to others.

Colossians 3:16 says

Let the [spoken] word of Christ have its home
within you [dwelling in your heart and mind—
permeating every aspect of your being] as you
teach [spiritual things] and admonish and train one
another with all wisdom, singing psalms and hymns
and spiritual songs with thankfulness in your
hearts to God.



Lot of times, we became very silent without any
discussion or we speak so many irrelevant things

FRemember always, what we know is littile
But its sufficient if we abide in HIM




I Thessalonians 1:6-8

You became imitators of us and [through us] of
the Lord, after you welcomed our message in [a time
of] great trouble with the joy supplied by the Holy
Spirit; so that you became an example to all the
believers in Macedonia and in Achaia. For the word
of the Lord has resounded from you and has
echoed [like thunder], not only in Macedonia and
Achaia, but in every place [the news of] your [great]
faith in God has spread, so that we never need to say
anything about it.



I Peter 3:15-16

But in your hearts set Christ apart [as holy—
acknowledging Him, giving Him first place in your
lives] as Lord. Always be ready to give a [logical]
defense to anyone who asks you to account for the
hope and confident assurance [elicited by faith] that
is within you, yet [do it] with gentleness and respect.
[Is 8:12, 13]. And see to it that your conscience is
entirely clear, so that every time you are slandered
or falsely accused, those who attack or disparage your
good behavior in Christ will be shamed [by their own
words].



Aquila and Priscilla changed many lives through
Gospel. Apollos one of them

Acts 18:24-28

... he was speaking and teaching accurately the
things about Jesus, though he knew only the baptism
of John.

But when Priscilla, and Aquila heard him, they took
him aside and explained more accurately to him the
way of God [and the full story of the life of Christ].

...ne powerfully refuted the Jews in public
discussions, proving by the Scriptures that Jesus is

the Christ (the Messiah, the Anointed).



I Corinthians 1:12

Now I mean this, that each one of you says, “I am [a
disciple] of Paul,” or “I am [a disciple] of Apollos,”
or “I am [a disciple] of Cephas (Peter),” or “I am [a
disciple] of Christ.”

People compared him with Peter and Paul in later
days. He got revelation about Jesus from a common
couple who are believers.



Never look for position and timing to
spread Gospel just look for
opportunity and keep meditating on
Word of God




We should become his disciples to
learn from him as well as to share
the outpouring with others




Myths about When to Preach

v Check for Good time to speak

\ First check the mood of the person and if
everything seems ok, then I will tell

v First will have some general conversation to gauge
the person, then I will




II Timothy 4:1-5

m preach the word [as an official messenger]; be
ready when the time is right and even when it is
not [keep your sense of urgency, whether the
opportunity seems favorable or unfavorable,
whether convenient or inconvenient, whether
welcome or unwelcome|; correct [those who err in
doctrine or behavior], warn [those who sin ], exhort
and encourage [those who are growing toward
spiritual maturity ], with inexhaustible patience
and [faithful] teaching.




For the time will come

m People will not tolerate sound doctrine and
accurate instruction [that challenges them with
God’s truth

m Wanting to have their ears tickled [with something
pleasing], they will accumulate for themselves
[many] teachers [one after another, chosen] to
satisfy their own desires and to support the errors
they hold

m Turn their ears away from the truth and will
wander off into myths and man-made fictions [and
will accept the unacceptable]



History says, Paul has ministered to the person who
beheaded him just before the event. That’s the spirit
we should have. One example from Paul’s life is

Acts 17:16-34 Read carefully to understand how our
hearts should be

Vs 16-17 Now while Paul was waiting for them at
Athens, his spirit was greatly angered when he saw
that the city was full of idols. So he had discussions
in the synagogue with the Jews and the God-fearing
Gentiles, and in the market place day after day with
any who happened to be there.



He has stirring in his heart for people, so God gave him
wisdom to create opportunity

Vs RR-23

S0 Paul, standing in the center of the Areopagus, said:
“Men of Athens, I observe [with every turn I make
throughout the city] that you are very religious and
devout in all respects. Now as I was going along and
carefully looking at your objects of worship, I came to
an altar with this inscription: ‘TO AN UNKNOWN
GOD.’ Therefore what you already worship as
unknown, this I proclaim to you.



Conclusion

life
